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TEACHING FIELDS

Primary: 
Applied journalism (reporting, writing, and editing) in print and online media, media and society, mass media theory and history, qualitative research methods, and cultural theory 

Secondary: International communication, broadcast journalism, language and culture, and general education courses

COURSES TAUGHT

COMM 101 The Communication Process (Fall 2005-present)


This course focuses on communication competence, which is the ability to produce effective messages and critically analyze the messages that individuals receive. Students read communication research and engage in communication exercises to increase understanding of the filters of self, relationships, culture, and ethnicity on the sending and receiving of communication messages. Students also explore the ethical implications associated with producing and receiving messages.

COURSES TAUGHT (continued)

COMM 255 Writing, Editing, and Design for the Mass Media (Fall 2005-present) 

(class formerly called Print Media I)

This course introduces students to news writing and reporting for newspaper, magazine, broadcast, and online journalism. Students complete exercises and write original newspaper articles with the goal of developing a clear, concise writing style; a dedication to thorough, accurate reporting; and sensitivity to various audiences’ needs and interests.  Students learn how to develop story ideas and use many of the basic information-gathering strategies employed by journalists: interviewing, listening and note taking, observation and description, researching, and synthesizing information for an article or broadcast package. receive basic lay-out training using InDesign and lay out several of original class articles. Students learn how to combine visual elements (photographs, graphics) with the written word to effectively present information. In addition, students learn basic media critical skills by critically evaluating ethical issues facing American journalists and conventions for reporting and writing.

COMM 356: Advanced Magazine Features Writing and Production 

(Spring 2009-present)

This course teaches students techniques for advanced magazine features writing, design, and production. This course focuses on the complex and creative process of communicating ideas through writing and visuals. Over the semester, students create an online campus magazine using Adobe InDesign. Students create a magazine mission statement; design a logotype; analyze circulation markets; and demonstrate the magazine by writing, designing, and producing an issue by the end of the semester.
COMM 470 Cultural Communication Theory (Spring 2006-present)

This capstone seminar class approaches how culture is constructed and reproduced in American culture through (1) larger economic, political, and ideological structures (the nation, gender, social class, language, race, and ethnicity) that in turn influence (2) people's everyday signifying practices that include (among many others) group communication, shopping, food, and fashion, and people’s construction and reception of mediated texts such as television, films, magazines/newspapers, the Internet, and music. 

COMM 395 Television History in American Culture (Fall 2010-present)

This course explores American life in the past six decades through a critical cultural analysis of television. Spanning a history of television from its origins in radio to its future in digital convergence, this course considers television’s role in both reflecting and creating American culture. This course examine the economics of the television industry and audiences; television’s role in American democracy; the characteristics of television genres and how they impact viewers; television as a site of gender, class, and racial identity formation; television’s role in everyday life and in the family; and the television medium’s technological and social impacts.

COURSES TAUGHT (continued)

COMM 260 Rhetoric and Public Culture (Spring 2011-present)

This course is an introduction to rhetorical criticism, a form of research used to understand how and why symbols affect people’s beliefs, judgments, commitments, and actions. The course operates from a perspective of rhetoric as a cultural force used to create, interpret, and transform meaning. Students examine a variety of methods or perspectives for understanding the rhetorical dimension of public culture.  In other words, students use rhetorical criticism to understand how the events, actions, and objects common to everyday experience influence people and society.

IDS 100: Toasters, iPods, and Twitter: Technology’s Impact on Everyday Life (Fall 2009)

This class examined the social impact of household and personal technologies on people’s everyday lives. Through a cultural and historical approach, students developed understanding about how common technologies influence how they think and experience technology and its messages; how they perform their identity; how they interact with other people; how they learn in the classroom; and how they understand global issues. The class also looked at how people can use technology ethically, creatively, and wisely.

COMM 356 Print Media II (Spring 2006-Spring 2008)

Through a combined critical and applied perspective, this course introduces students to advanced techniques for communicating through print media. Students learn to write basic news stories, features articles, public relations articles (press releases), and editorials. Students also explore ways to combine visual elements (photographs, graphics) with the written word to present news effectively. As students cover these topics, they also learn through a critical perspective about the larger issues impacting the work of print journalists and public relations workers. Students self-reflexively ask themselves about their responsibilities, roles, and power as journalists.
