Purpose of Chalk & Wire and Portfolio

As you learned in Ed. 220, Chalk & Wire allows you to save materials from classes in an organized manner, submit assignments to professors for assessment, and to create electronic portfolios.  

1. Why is saving assignments important to do?  When you create your senior student teaching portfolio you will have artifacts, evidence that you will be a “highly qualified” teacher, at your fingertips.  There will be no need to dig deep looking for them to include in your student teaching portfolio.  
2. Why should assignments be submitted to professors for assessment?  As part of national accreditation education faculty have developed an Assessment Plan.  This plan involves gathering data from students on assignments that address the Professional Standards for Michigan (PSMT) and the National Educational Technology Standards for Teachers (NETS*T).  This data is analyzed and used to guide the Education Department in our efforts to provide the best education to our future teachers.

3. Why create electronic portfolios?  The student teaching seminar requires all students to develop a professional portfolio in either an electronic or paper format.  This provides the opportunity to showcase your knowledge, skills, and experiences as a teacher.  Learning ways to create e-portfolios during introductory courses and saving 

           artifacts from education classes as well as major and minor classes will make the  

           development of your student teaching portfolio easy and enjoyable.  As you interview 

           for teaching positions you will be able to leave a copy of your portfolio or email the 

           web site to the appropriate persons should they want to learn more about you.

Directions to create a New Chalk & Wire Portfolio for Ed. 225/6 

1) Sign into your Chalk-and-Wire account

2) Click on the ePortfolio2 icon located at the bottom of the screen.

3) Scroll down halfway through the page and click on "Add New Portfolio"

4) Choose a table of contents from the drop-down list (Ed 225 Electronic Learning Portfolio)

5) Choose a theme by selecting the circle located in the bottom left to the theme

6) Scroll to the bottom to page and click “OK”

7) Now you have created your portfolio

Submitting Your Assignment

1) Sign into your Chalk-and-Wire account
2) Click on the ePortfolio2 icon located at the bottom of the screen.
3) Open the portfolio you want to have assessed by clicking on the edit button (pencil icon)
4) Go to the main page for the assignment category for which you want to submit (ex. If you’re submitting a Collection of Experiences, click Collection of Experiences in the Table of Contents)
5) Click "Submit Assessment" on the bottom right
6) To submit you must be on the main page for the assignment category
7) Check the professor for which you would like your assignment to be sent

Your mentor evaluation should be added when you receive it. While you do not receive points for doing this, including it in this portfolio will be helpful to you when you design your student teaching portfolio.

_____ Goals for next field placement – In this section write specific and measurable goals for the next field placement, addressing what will you work on specifically in order to become a “highly qualified” teacher.

_____ Collection of Experiences – Write a short introduction to the Collections and what they mean to you.  Include an introduction to each Collection.

​​​​_____  NETS*T– Explain what they are and what they mean to you.  Upload a copy of the NETS*T and how they are included in assignments for Ed. 225.  Both of these documents can be found on the Ed. 225 web site.

_____ Proof your work.

_____ Personalize your portfolio with appropriate pictures that are properly sized.
_____ Be sure that the text is easy to read and that your portfolio is attractive. 

_____  Share it with me so at the end of the semester.  This is different from “submitting for assessment”.
