	Specific Learning Disabilities (LD)

	Information presented in advance of and at a higher level of generality, inclusiveness, and abstraction than the learning task itself.


	Refers to students who represent a range of disability categories (e.g., students with emotional disorders, learning disabilities, physical impairments, and students who are gifted.)

	The use of the letters of the alphabet to form words.


	Refers to a group of behaviors associated with restlessness, excess motor activity, and an inability to control one’s own actions.

	A disorder consisting of two subtypes of behavior; inattention and hyperactivity-impulsivity.


	Refers to difficulty sustaining attention.

	The ability to withhold a planned response, interrupt a response that has been started, protect an ongoing activity from interfering activities, or delay a response.
	Talking to one’s self about various solutions when in the midst of solving a problem.

	Special strategies for meeting the diverse needs of students.


	Conversations between students and teachers on the reading process (e.g., sharing the strategies the students use to decode words and construct meaning)

	Involves learning through the use of computers and/or multimedia systems.


	Mental techniques for increasing students’ abilities to memorize information and utilize information in memory.

	Severe disability in learning mathematical concepts and computation.


	The understanding of how to listen to and produce sounds.

	Severe difficulty learning to write (including handwriting).


	Tasks such as naming a series of random numbers or letters.

	Severe difficulty learning to read, particularly as it relates to decoding.


	Refers to keeping track of how well one is understanding or performing by oneself.

	Medications that are frequently used in the treatment of attention-deficit and hyperactivity disorders.
	Represents a heterogeneous group of students who, despite adequate cognitive functioning and the ability to learn some skills and strategies quickly and easily, have great difficulty learning other skills and strategies.
