2. Include what you learned and the impact on your profession.  
3. Include three assistive technologies for each area and explain their uses.
4. Write a conclusion.
5. Organize entries so they are easy to follow and understand.
6. Write with accuracy in grammar, punctuation, and spelling.
7. Include digital or scanned pictures with borders and subtitles in each entry.
