 Course Overview
In order to make and implement professional decisions in a changing world, teachers must be prepared to recognize and understand the unique educational and behavioral needs of the students for whom they will be responsible.  As the school population becomes more diverse, teachers must be prepared to meet the needs and challenges of all students.  One aspect of this diversity relates to individuals with exceptional needs.  In this course students will examine the nature and needs of these students as well as the educational programming and technology needed to help them become competent workers and responsible, valued citizens.  

Course Description
Ed. 225: A study of the person who deviates from the norm, cognitively, physically, or socially and requires special attention in regard to his/her education, development, or behavior.  The field placement, Ed. 226, provides opportunities for interaction with persons with disabilities as well as the gifted and talented.

Guiding Question:

How will I meet the individual needs of all students in my classroom?

Outcomes: 

Students completing this course will be challenged with the reality of diversity, differences in and among learners and will:

· Recognize, value, and accommodate for the diversity in students they will encounter in their profession.

· Describe factors that influence the overrepresentation of students from culturally and linguistically diverse backgrounds in special education and the under representation in the area of gifted and talented. 

· Describe the pre-referral and referral process for special education and the roles of general and special education teachers including Individual Family Service Plan (Early Ch) and Individualized Education Programs.

· Describe the variety of special education services provided for students with disabilities.

· Describe ways to adapt and modify curriculum, instruction, and assessment to benefit students.

· Recognize the needs and rights of students, parents, teachers, other professional and schools related to exceptional learning needs.

· Understand family systems and the role of families in the educational process.
· Describe how technology (Early Ch) may be used to enhance the education of students with disabilities. 

· Understand and use "special education vocabulary" (terms, acronyms, etc.)

· Explain legislative provisions (Early Ch) for students with disabilities. 
· Explain the importance of teachers serving as models for students with disabilities and the importance of lifelong professional development.
· Discuss current issues and trends in general and special education.

· Locate and access resources relevant to persons with disabilities.

· Meet the National Educational Technology Standards (NETS*T) and the Professional Standards for Michigan Teachers (PSMT) assigned to Ed. 225 and Ed. 226.
