Elementary school teachers in Barrington, RI have been showing parents videos of their children reading, to help parents understand what they mean during parent-teacher conferences.  Parents can get lost in the jargon but viewing a video allows the parent to more clearly understand what the teacher is saying.


Traditionally, the teachers have assembled paper portfolios of student work.  Now they create web-based digital portfolios for each student.  Parent volunteers are essential in helping teachers create the portfolios.  They make a video record of the students while the teacher is giving the lesson.  The teacher looks at the video later and chooses clips to use.  Parent volunteers scan all the math and writing samples for each portfolio.  The technology can confirm a teacher’s assessment of a student who is behaving poorly, because the video record speaks for itself.


Parents noticed a distinct difference in their children’s abilities from October to April as they viewed the videos.
