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PART | — PREPARATION

PART || — PRESENTATION

Y ou will have 30 minutes for your presentation. Include the following:

ARRIVE TO CLASS AT LEAST 15 MINUTESEARLY TO SET UP!

v" Introduce the members and their responsibilities. Use Power Point, white board, poster, etc. with
students names so the audience will be able to complete accurate individual evaluations.
Explain (teach) your topic. Remember, after all your resear ching, select the most relevant and
useful information to share with the class.

Document where you gathered your information. (Place on Power Point, handout, orally, etc.)
Use technology applications.

Be creative and informative.

Include class participation.

Sharetest questions.

Evaluate the class at the conclusion of the presentation to see what they learned from your
teaching. Thiscan take a variety of formats; oral, written, thumbs up, observation, etc.
