1. E-Portfolio 2: E-portfolio 2 was being migrated at the time of this meeting.  As of Monday, students can begin transferring their old accounts over to ep2.  Portfolios will be deleted in October if students haven’t done this!
2. Getting ep2 instruction out there: We came up with 3 options to provide for the professors: a representative can come in to the class to show them what to do, professors can reserve a computer lab and have students meet in there, or they can schedule nighttime sessions.
3. Holes in our emailing lists: Since it is imperative that everyone with a chalk and wire account updates their portfolios, it was brought up that those who aren’t in education classes currently won’t be told to update their portfolios.  Also, graduates will permanently lose their portfolios if they are still subscribed.  The ideal solution will be to try and get a chalk-and-wire enrollment list from either chalk and wire or perhaps Jane Finn.  We could also email all education majors, however some students didn’t declare after exceptional child.
4. Contacting Professors: Now that tech team members have been assigned to all education classes, tech team members will begin emailing their professors to schedule meetings or offer our resources.
5. T-shirts: A T-shirt design was selected based on the joint design of Lydia Hussey and Jason Becker.  Drawings will be presented at the next meeting for approval.
6. Student Teaching Portfolios

Announcements will be emailed out and posted on the education department website. 
6.2 Portfolio Presentations: Presentations are being made by student teachers on October 8th at 6:30 pm.  Special Education and Elementary majors will meet in Van Zoren 247 and Secondary majors will meet in Van Zoren 298.  At least one tech team member will be at each location.  We are hoping to see how students are making their portfolios to help their development in the future.  Particularly how they organize the table of contents is of interest since it is not flexible after you’ve created the portfolio.
7. Directions for Creating Folders: In order to help students organize and better utilize their chalk and wire portfolios, Jason agreed to create written directions for organizing an artifact library into folders.
