· 220 Chalk and Wire Sessions

In addition, we are hopeful to be assigning each section of 220 to one night session, and if a student cannot make their assigned session, they are expected to contact one of the Chalk and Wire members.
· Field Placement Evaluations
Right now the Tech Team is brainstorming ideas for having students upload their Field Placement Evaluations onto their Chalk and Wire Profile.  We think this will be very helpful when students start student teaching and need all their field placement evaluations for their professional portfolio.  Obviously, there are problems with this. We want to talk to Richard Mezeske and Linda Jordan to see their points of view on this subject.  Also, during our follow up interviews (which will be discussed later in the minutes) we might mention it to some of the professors to get their opinion.
· Professional Development Session For Those Who Missed

We still would like to have a professional development Chalk and Wire help session with the four professors who were missing from the first meeting: Baars Bultman, Richard Mezeske, John Yelding, and Yooyeun Hwang.  We have decided to take another Tuesday or Wednesday afternoon to help them with Chalk and Wire and give them a chance to ask any questions they may have.  We are unsure of when this will occur, but we would definitely like to do it.
· Follow-up Faculty Interviews
We have scheduled some of the members of the Tech Team to meet with professors to discuss how Chalk and Wire went this year.  We will:
-Tell them thank you for being willing to work with the Tech Team and for their efforts to make Chalk and Wire run smoothly.  (We also will make them a thank you card for their efforts!)

-Ask them what went well with Chalk and Wire and what did not go well.  Also, what can we do to improve?

-We will ask them if they have any suggestions for the Tech Team.
