· 220 and 225 Surveys

Questions for the 225 surveys were: Did you attend a 220 session?  Was it helpful?  Do you feel comfortable using it now?  Do you still find the Chalk and Wire Orientation helpful a semester after you went? Why or why not?  Comments/Suggestions were also included.

Brennigan is going to continue to analyze the results, and compile the comments into more categories so we can easily see how many people thought it went too fast, how many people thought we needed to give more information etc.

· Student Teacher Portfolio Presentation

Many electronic portfolios were extremely impressive, and we want to ask their permission to look at their portfolio at a future meeting.
· Faculty Workshop
The faculty workshop went very smoothly.  All the professors were very interested and willing to listen.  The sharing and submitted dilemma was addressed, and hopefully the problems will begin to decrease, and the confusion among the students will be cleared up as well.  Jane Finn, Madeline Kukla, Linda Jordan, Jeanine Dell’Olio, Nancy Cook, Tony Donk, Laura Pardo, and Susan Cherup were present, and John Yelding, Yooyeun Hwang, Baars Bultman, and Richard Mezeske were absent, but we hope to hold another session so they can attend.  
· Follow-up Faculty Interviews
Last semester we had interviews with the Faculty from each level of the Education classes to see how the Chalk and Wire table of contents could be improved for their class, and maybe if they could have their students submit an assignment early in the year so that students are using their accounts early.  Stephanie has gone through to see if these changes have been made, and so far they have.  Only a few things in certain classes have not been changed, so she will follow up with that individually.
