ED PSYCH-Field Placement

When you call the teacher to set up your placement:

1. Remind the teacher that you are a student in ED PSYCH.  (It would probably be helpful to also mention my name.  Many of these teachers take students from more than one class.)
2. Discuss and confirm times.

3. Confirm the starting date.  You need to start as soon as possible.

4. Ask about parking and any sign-in procedures that you need to observe
5. Do not simply leave a message and expect the teacher to call you back.  Making the connection is your responsibility.

Do observe the conventions of professional dress and grooming:

1. Wear clean, ironed and neat clothing.  (Shorts, short skirts, blue jeans, baseball caps, are not acceptable.)

2. Pay attention to careful grooming.

3. No body piercing that is exposed. (It may not be covered with a  band-aide)

4. No cell phones.

Do practice professional conduct:

1. Arrive on time.

2. If there is an emergency and you cannot be there, call the teacher immediately and then call me.

3. Ask questions.

4. Show your eagerness to work with the kids and to learn about the profession.

5. Work at being an effective communicator. (Example: no slang)

6. Maintain confidentiality!

7. Do not ask the mentor teacher to alter your weekly time.  Attend every week at your regularly scheduled time.
