The major in Spanish for Secondary teachers consists of 32 credits numbered 321 and above. Students are
required to study abroad a minimum of one semester or two summers.

Candidates for certification in this major must pass the Michigan Test for Teacher Certification (MTTC) in
Spanish (Test #28). You must demonstrate your knowledge in the following categories:
