Course Offerings 
 

101. Chinese I (4 credits) ð A course for begin-
ners of Chinese. The primary goal of this course is 
to acquire the basic skills necessary to begin com-
municating in Chinese. 

102. Chinese II (4 credits) ð A continuation of 
Chinese I. Conducted primarily in Chinese. Pre-
requisite: Chinese I, placement or equivalent. 

295. Chinese III (4 credits) �í Intermediate Chi-
nese ð A continuation of Chinese II. Further 
study of basic Chinese grammar and continued 
study of the Chinese writing system, with equal 
emphasis on speaking and reading.  

295. Chinese IV (4 credits) �í Intermediate Chi-
nese ð A continuation of Chinese III. This course 
completes the study of basic Chinese grammar 
and gives further study of the Chinese writing sys-
tem, with continued emphasis on both speaking 
and reading. In this course, we continue improv-
ing skills required for writing essays in Chinese.  

* Classes meets two evenings per week.
