Nursing Faculty, Students Travel to Africa

Last year, Hope College engineer-
ing students started a chapter of
Engineers without Borders. They
were working on the Clean Water
Project. A well was built in the vil-
lage of Nkuv in Cameroon, Africa.
The engineering students were go-
ing to travel to Africa to test the
water in the well, but they needed a
health liaison. Amanda Barton
agreed to be the health liaison, but
decided that for her position to be
truly effective, she would need the
help of a few nursing students.

Heather Amundson and
Anna Marshall were the first two
students to help with the project.
They traveled to Africa last May to
assess the site. Professor Barton,
Heather, and Anna weighed and
measured the children, taught
about water safety, and assessed

the overall health of the village.
The purpose of the first visit was
to establish a baseline for the
village. The health will be reas-
sessed every six months. There-
fore, Professor Barton, Anna
Marshall, and Katie Matre (who
has replaced Heather Amundson
because Heather has graduated)
left for Africa on Thursday, De-
cember 7th. They are staying
for fifteen days and will reassess
the health of the village, focus-
ing on reinforcing teaching on
safe water handling, handwash-
ing, and sanitation. They are
also assessing the site for future
projects relating to HIV or ma-
laria prevention.

The goal of the project is
to travel to Africa once every six
months for 3-5 years. A few
nursing students in NURS 418
have done research on the data
collected.
