The Richard and Helen DeVos Fieldhouse

The Fieldhouse honors Richard and Helen DeVos for their impact on the qualityirof life
western Michigan, the Holland community and at Hope College. The Richard and H¥les De
Foundation contributed a $7.5 million anchor gift to the project.

The 102,000 square foot Fieldhouse is located at the Eastern Gateway entranceltaritie H
community, on Fairbanks Avenue near Eighth and Ninth streets. Part of the propertgsrbkid
sites of the former Western Foundry and City of Holland Street Departmegegara

Extensive use of green space around the facility creates a parkikg designed to help
enhance the visual appeal of the main eastern gateway to downtown and campus.

The college broke ground in late April of 2004. The DeVos Fieldhouse opened for the 2005-06
basketball season.

The DeVos Fieldhouse houses offices for the department of kinesiology and is thedutrfor
the volleyball and men's and women's basketball teams.

Owned and operated by Hope, the Fieldhouse serves as a community resource faerits;al e
helping to meet an area-wide need for such space. Designed to seat appoSid@defans for an
athletic event, it will also serve as a venue for other college and commueitls eAmong other
uses, it is the home court for Holland Christian boy's basketball.

The construction manager was the Dan Vos Construction Co. of Ada, Mich.
The architectural firm was Ellerbe Becket of Kansas City, Mo. Elledukd is considered one

of the nation's leading architectural firms in the design of spectatwasavath more than 20 NBA
and NHL facilities and many college complexes to their credit.

The total project cost was approximately $22 million.




Venue Information

The DeVos Fieldhouse is primarily used for purpose of Hope College athietitse The venue
is open for public use to non-profit, community based organizations.

Although parking is limited, it can easily accommodate a sell-out show utib#mey Hope lots
and city streets. Parking lot “L” has a full loading dock and secure @réaur busses. Lots “D1”
and “D2” are for public parking with lot “D3” available for controlled or VIPkag. (See p.5
diagram)

The venue has a freight elevator on the north side of the building near the loading dock and a
public elevator on the south side near the West entry doors.

The main venue entrance is on the East side of the building with 10 glass dooreftudfice
is located at the southeast end of the concourse.

There are 4 public restrooms on the concourse (2 men/2 women) and 2 on the event level (1
each).

The house AV booth is located on the northwest side of the concourse.
There are 2 classrooms located on the southwest side of the concourse withrglas/s facing
the arena. The H-Club room is located at the northeast side of the concoursea@acrdss ficket

office.

The DeVos also has stanchions and folding tables for multi-purpose use.

Directions to Hope College and the DeVos Fieldhouse

Hope College exits are marked on the 1-196 Expressway (Exit 52, Adams St.)

...from the north (Muskeqgon) -- US-31

Proceed south on US-31 to 16th St., turn right, proceed to Lincoln Ave., turn right, proceed to 11th
St., turn right to Hope College/DeVos Fieldhouse.

...from the east (Grand Rapids, Lansing, Detroit)-1-96 and 1-196

From 1-196, take Exit 52 west to US-31 (3rd traffic light), cross US-31 and contintigdowkmcoln
Ave., turn right, proceed to 11th St., turn right to Hope College/DeVos Fieldhouse.

...from the Grand Rapids Airport -- 44th St. and 1-196

Upon leaving the airport, stay on 44th St. going west to 1-196, proceed toward Hollarieliteik2
west to US-31 (3rd traffic light), cross US-31 and continue west to Lincoln Ave rigint, proceed
to 11th St., turn right to Hope College/DeVos Fieldhouse.

...from the southeast (Kalamazoo, Battle Creek) 4JS-131 and M-40

From the US-131 Otsego exit, take M-89 northwest to Allegan, then M-40 northwedd téalnd.
From M-40, proceed to US-31, turn right and proceed north to 16th St., go past the ttafaadig
make a U-turn onto southbound US-31, turn right on 16th St., proceed to Lincoln Ave., turn right,
proceed to 11th St., turn tight to Hope College/DeVos Fieldhouse.

...from the south (Benton Harbor, South Bend, Chicgo) -- I-94 and |-
196 and US-31

From US-31, proceed north to 16th St., go past the traffic light and make a U-turn onto southbound
US-31, turn right on 16th St., proceed to Lincoln Ave., turn right, proceed to 11th St., turn right to
Hope College/DeVos Fieldhouse.

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Venue Specifics

Seating / Chairs / Tables

The DeVos Fieldhouse has 10 fixed seating sections numbered 1-10. Section 10 ishalt bleac
seating and is used for student seating during Hope College athletic. eVkatsows start at “A” and
go up to “P”. There is limited view seating in section 1 and section 10 for a full stage e

The DeVos Fieldhouse has a “basketball floor” covering that only prdbextdaying surface of the
main arena. There are 800 interlocking chairs on carts that can be used for éoocourse
seating. There are also folding tables available. There are 8 - & tatulés - 6’ tables.

Staging

The approximate stage location is east sideline/out of bounds line of the practicelémubeVos
Fieldhouse stage is 32’ X 48'. There are also twin sound wings that are 12’ X 24’. Thlecstgnge
can be adjusted from 36” to 56”. Skirting is also available for the front of the stage aree& sets
of stairs and also a loading ramp.

Power

There is show power on both sides of the staging areas. There is power in tllkesdatadditional

lights. There is also additional power around the top of the bowl on the concourse lepetdor s

There are power outlets on the concourse above sections 1, 2, 4, 6, 7, 9 and 10. The Hope College
Physical Plant’s electrician will be available upon request.

Sound

The Fieldhouse is equipped with a Yamaha DM 1000 Digital Production Console/Mixee arbe
16 mic/line inputs with switchable +48 V phantom power and 4 line inputs. There are al&iRESH
Beta 58A mics and 3 Sennheiser wireless mics.
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Lighting

The DeVos Fieldhouse is equipped with power for a full lighting rig. The house dightsljustable
in ¥4 %’s. The concourse, bowl, event and aisle lights are separately controlled IV theo#h.

Rigging

The Fieldhouse was designed for “flying” the sound and lights from the ceilinge @reetrusses
located over the staging area. The load bearing truss is on the east sideaihtaeena and can be
identified as the truss that the large American Flag hangs from. Sdwedttayging diagram.

Spotlights

There are 4 house spotlights that can be used from the concourse level behind sections 1, 4, 7 and 10.

Scoreboards / Video Board

The Fieldhouse has three wall mounted scoreboards, one for each area of competitioain The m
arena is also equipped with a 4-sided ceiling hanging center scoreboard.sdlmsiees the arena’s

Locker Rooms
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There are five 20’ X 13’ locker rooms available. These locker rooms have titye taldile split with
a partition to make 10 rooms that are 10’ X 13’. There are also 2 smallealsffiocker rooms
available for use.
